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Your child can quickly fall behind if even 1 day is missed. This includes days where children could go to school but don’t feel like it.





If your child takes 2 weeks off school for a holiday, they can only achieve 94.73% attendance overall.





Catching up even a little lost time from school can be really difficult.





Good regular attendance often means doing well academically, better relationships with other children and better overall behaviour in school.





Good attendance isn’t just about what happens in school. Absence when your child is young can limit their future opportunities and set up bad habits for work and life.
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Details of poor attenders may be referred to the Children’s Front Door Service who may consider issuing a Fixed Penalty Notice, which could potentially lead to legal proceedings.
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As a parent you have the legal responsibility for making sure your school-registered child attends.





You can help your child by:


Making sure your child understands the importance of good attendance and getting to school on time with correct uniform and equipment.


Taking an interest in your child’s education. Ask about school work and encourage them to get involved in school activities.


Listening to your child when they tell you about problems at school. Inform their College Manager about anything serious.


Not letting your child take time off school for minor ailments, particularly those which would not prevent you from going to work.


Arranging appointments and outings after school hours, at weekends or during school holidays.


Ensuring they meet the Academy target of 96% attendance.
