For safety reasons 
the rule of the school is that no jewellery is worn. If you insist on 
your child wearing earrings, only 'stud' type earrings will be         
allowed. It is our policy that no jewellery is worn for P.E. which 
means earrings must be removed for all lessons including        
swimming. If it is not possible to remove your child's earrings for 
P.E. please provide your child with a sticking plaster to cover their 
earrings.  
Children are allowed to wear a watch but not a smart watch due to  
safeguarding.
